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AN ACT relating to title fees on motorboats.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 186A.130 is amended to read as follows:

There shall be paid for issuing and processing documents required by this chapter fees according to the following schedule:

(1)
Each application for a certificate of title shall be six dollars ($6), of which the county clerk shall retain sixty-six and two-thirds percent (66-2/3%) and the Transportation Cabinet shall receive thirty-three and one-third percent (33-1/3%).

(2)
Each application for a replacement or corrected certificate of title shall be four dollars ($4) of which, the county clerk shall retain three dollars ($3) and the Transportation Cabinet shall receive one dollar ($1). If a corrected certificate must be issued because of an error of the county clerk or the Department of Vehicle Regulation, there shall be no charge.

(3)
Each application for a speed title for a motor vehicle shall be twenty-five dollars ($25), of which the county clerk shall retain five dollars ($5) and the Transportation Cabinet shall receive twenty dollars ($20). Each application for a speed title for a motorboat as defined in KRS 235.010 shall be six dollars ($6) of which the county clerk shall retain two dollars ($2) and the Transportation Cabinet shall receive four dollars ($4).
