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AN ACT relating to the Transportation Cabinet.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 176.124 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, no officer, agent, or employee of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Department of Highways, shall perform or cause to be performed any work or provide or cause to be provided services of any nature beyond the right-of-way limits of any public road, nor shall any person accept the work or services of any officer, agent, or employee of the department on private property.

(2)
Employees of the Department of Highways shall, at the request of a property owner, remove the carcass of an animal that lies within fifty (50) feet of the right-of-way limits of a state highway. This subsection shall not apply to domestic livestock, poultry, and fish covered under KRS 257.160.
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
