PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 974 amends KRS 189.150, relating to loads spilling onto highways, to define "spilling"; requires the owner or operator of a vehicle and any towed unit to cover all loads susceptible to shifting or spilling with a tarpaulin or other device suitable to prevent the load from spilling onto a highway.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the bill is indeterminable, but probably would be minimal. Local governments with vehicles or towed units carrying loads susceptible to shifting or spilling would be required to purchase covers for the vehicle or towed unit.
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
