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AN ACT relating to loads spilling on highways.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 189.150 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
As used in subsection (2) of this section, the term "spilling" means:

(a)
The contents of a vehicle or any unit being towed by the vehicle become airborne, blowing out of the vehicle or the unit being towed onto or over the highway;

(b)
The contents of a vehicle or any unit being towed by the vehicle leak out of the vehicle or the unit being towed onto the highway; or

(c)
The contents of a vehicle, or any unit being towed by the vehicle, fall out of the vehicle or the unit being towed, or spill from the vehicle or the unit being towed, in any manner onto the highway.

(2)
The owner or operator of a vehicle, including any unit being towed by the vehicle, shall cover all loads susceptible to shifting or spilling with a tarpaulin or other device suitable to prevent the load from spilling from the vehicle or any unit being towed by the vehicle onto any highway[No vehicle shall be operated upon any highway unless it is so constructed as to prevent its contents from escaping.

(2)
No vehicle shall be operated upon any public highway for a distance of over one (1) mile whose load is susceptible to shifting or spillage unless said load is covered with a device suitable for prevention of spillage].
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
