Create new sections of KRS Chapters 196 and 441 requiring assessment and seizure of funds in the canteen account of an inmate to pay costs of damage to himself, another inmate, a staff member or another person, or the facility; specify that payment of cost does not limit right to bring civil or criminal proceedings against inmate.

Presently, a correctional institution already assesses restitution for costs incurred when an inmate destroys state property or causes injury to another inmate resulting in medical expenses for that institution.  This is handled by debiting and/or freezing the inmate’s account until the amount is paid in full.
