PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill requires jailers to adopt policies and procedures (to be approved by the fiscal court) for assessing and seizing funds in inmates' accounts ("canteen funds") to pay for the costs of damage done by a prisoner to himself, another inmate, a staff member, another person, or the facility.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable, but would have a minimal to moderate positive impact for county governments. The provisions of the bill allow jailers to use funds in an inmate's account to pay for the cost of damage done by inmates, thus saving the county the expense of repairing the damage.
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
