On page 46, after line 1, by inserting the following:

"(4)
All income benefits payable pursuant to this chapter shall be reduced by ten percent (10%) annually beginning [terminate] as of the date upon which the employee  qualifies for normal old-age Social Security retirement benefits under the United States Social Security Act, 42 U.S.C. secs. 301 to 1397f, and by ten percent (10%) each year thereafter until the income benefits have been reduced by not more than fifty percent (50%). The reduction that occurs initially shall be against the awarded amount of income benefits, and thereafter, the annual reduction shall be made against the remaining benefit amount [or two (2) years after the employee's injury or last exposure, whichever last occurs. In like manner all income benefits payable pursuant to this chapter to spouses and dependents shall terminate when such spouses and dependents qualify for benefits under the United States Social Security Act by reason of the fact that the worker upon whose earnings entitlement is based would have qualified for normal old-age Social Security retirement benefits]."; and

On page 46, beginning on line 2 and ending on line 19, by deleting subsection (4) in its entirety.
