"(4)
All income benefits payable pursuant to this chapter shall be reduced by twenty-five percent (25%) [terminate] as of the date upon which the employee qualifies for normal old-age Social Security retirement benefits under the United States Social Security Act, 42 U.S.C. secs. 301 to 1397f;[,] by an additional twenty-five percent (25%) of the original income benefit one year thereafter; by an additional twenty-five percent (25%) of the original benefit at the beginning of the third year, and shall terminate entirely at the end of the employee's third year of receipt of old-age Social Security retirement benefits, except that the employee shall be paid full income benefits as set forth in the award for a period of [or] two (2) years after the employee's injury or last exposure, and thereafter if the employee qualifies for normal old-age Social Security retirement, benefits shall be reduced at the rate of twenty-five percent (25%) per year over a period of three (3) years and terminate entirely at the end of the third year [whichever last occurs]. In like manner all income benefits payable pursuant to this chapter to spouses and dependents shall terminate when such spouses and dependents qualify for benefits under the United States Social Security Act by reason of the fact that the worker upon whose earnings entitlement is based would have qualified for normal old-age Social Security retirement benefits."; and
