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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION calling for increased efforts to combat illegal immigration.

WHEREAS, the number of illegal aliens in the Commonwealth of Kentucky is growing at an alarming rate; and

WHEREAS, the local governments in the Commonwealth with already limited resources, are faced with the problems associated with the increase in the number of illegal aliens; and

WHEREAS, the population of illegal aliens in the county jails and the number of illegal aliens seen by county health departments is growing; and

WHEREAS, financial concerns and language barriers associated with the influx of illegal aliens are among the problems that local governments are dealing with; and

WHEREAS, the volunteer agencies across the Commonwealth are struggling to meet the needs of the growing number of homeless and indigent aliens in this Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   To call upon the Kentucky Congressional delegation to use all of its resources to influence the Immigration and Naturalization Service to police and enforce the immigration laws to their fullest extent in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Further, to urge the Kentucky General Assembly to study the impact that illegal aliens are having upon the local governments of the Commonwealth.
