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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION calling upon the United State Congress to condemn the practice of harvesting and selling fetal body parts.

WHEREAS, federal law prohibits the selling of fetal body parts for profit; and

WHEREAS, a federal agency, the National Institutes of Health, which administers public funds for medical research, funds some of its grantees' use of tissue and body parts from dead fetuses; and

WHEREAS, a number of companies exist in the United States whose sole purpose is to collect fetal body parts from abortion clinics and sell the parts to medical researchers; and

WHEREAS, monetary incentives exist for body parts and tissues from older, more fully formed fetuses obtained from late-term abortions; and

WHEREAS, workers for the body parts companies have described and documented occurrences of live birth which required the abortionist to kill the fetus and harvest its body parts;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   That the House of Representatives and the Senate call upon the United States Congress, and particularly the members of Kentucky's congressional delegation, to fully investigate the procurement and use of fetal body parts and tissue in medical research, and to introduce and pass legislation in the 106th Congress to:

Prohibit the use of fetal body parts and tissue in medical research;

(2)
Prohibit the appropriation of federal funds to medical researchers who use fetal body parts and tissue; and

(3)
Strengthen penalties and fines relating to the unlawful procurement and the use of fetal body parts and tissue.
