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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION relating to circuit clerks.

WHEREAS, the administration of the circuit clerks' examination by the Administrative Office of the Courts for the 2000 election has been reported to be fraught with errors that manifestly impact the fairness of the examination; and

WHEREAS, the examination is required by the Kentucky Constitution for candidates for Circuit Court Clerk, and depended upon to assess the qualifications for that position; and

WHEREAS, the validity of the test for the candidates for Circuit Court Clerk for the 2000 election is in question; and

WHEREAS, a comprehensive review, reweighting, and regrading of the examination questions may result in the fair and equitable administration of the circuit clerks' examination;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Administrative Office of the Courts is urged to undertake a comprehensive review, reweighting, and regrading of the examination questions for the circuit clerks' examination, in conjunction with experts in the field.
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
