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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue to study the issue of the cost effectiveness of the assessment of unmined minerals.

WHEREAS, the start up cost for the assessment of the unmined minerals program was approximately $2,500,000; and

WHEREAS, the unmined minerals program requires a staffing of approximately twenty employees; and

WHEREAS, the average cost to administer the unmined minerals program is approximately $800,000 annually; and

WHEREAS, the unmined minerals program generates approximately $1,700,000 for the state's general fund; and

WHEREAS, the unmined minerals program generates approximately $9,700,000 for the cities, counties, and school districts; and

WHEREAS, the Revenue Cabinet averages six hundred protests a year of the assessment of unmined minerals; and

WHEREAS, the Revenue Cabinet averages over one thousand phone calls a year relating to the assessment of unmined minerals;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue is directed to study the issue of the cost effectiveness of the assessment of unmined minerals and to look for more cost effective alternatives to the current assessment system.

Section 2.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and designate a study completion date.
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
