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A JOINT RESOLUTION encouraging local schools and school districts to adopt policies to prohibit school-related extracurricular activities on a Sunday.

WHEREAS, Kentucky public schools provide students with a wealth of opportunities to participate in valuable educational and social extracurricular activities that foster the development of well-rounded citizens of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, those extracurricular activities include sporting events, musical performances, dramatic performances, practices and rehearsals, school clubs, dances, and other social events; and

WHEREAS, many students have additional familial, social, cultural, employment, and religious obligations; and

WHEREAS, families are the fundamental source of ethical guidance, emotional support, and personal integrity for the children of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the many activities of Kentucky's children frequently take time that would otherwise be spent in the company of family members; and

WHEREAS, Sunday has traditionally been a day spent with family members;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body encourages local schools and school districts to adopt policies to prohibit school-related extracurricular activities that take place on a Sunday, with certain exceptions, including educational fields trips, travel to or from a school-related extracurricular activity requiring an overnight stay, and student participation in the Governor's Scholar's Program and the Governor's School for the Arts.

Section 2.   A copy of this resolution shall be sent to the Commissioner of Education, First Floor, Capitol Plaza Tower, 500 Mero Street, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601. The Commissioner of Education shall distribute a copy of this resolution to all public school superintendents in the Commonwealth.
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
