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A RESOLUTION urging all banks operating in the Commonwealth of Kentucky to waive any fees for cashing any check in payment for jury service in this Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, it is the civic duty of citizens of the Commonwealth to serve as jurors when called; and

WHEREAS, our civil and criminal justice systems depend on the participation of citizens sitting as jurors in civil and criminal actions in our courts; and

WHEREAS, persons who serve as jurors must interrupt their work lives, and in many cases their personal lives, and are subject to a contempt order if they do not appear as directed; and

WHEREAS, jurors in Circuit and District Courts are paid $12.50 per day for jury service; and

WHEREAS, some banks are charging jurors a fee to cash checks issued to them in payment for their jury service; and

WHEREAS, banks and bank employees derive the same benefit as all citizens of the Commonwealth from a system of justice that provides a jury trial for all who demand to be judged by fellow citizens; and 

WHEREAS, banks should show their support for our system of justice by waiving fees for cashing any check in payment for jury service in this Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That all banks operating in the Commonwealth of Kentucky are urged to waive any fees for cashing any check in payment for jury service in this Commonwealth.

Section 2.   That the Commissioner of the Department of Financial Institutions is requested to act to make this resolution known to banks authorized to do business in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 3.   That a copy of this resolution be submitted to the Commissioner of the Department of Financial Institutions.
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
