WHEREAS, C. E. "Gravy" Bush was born on September 23, 1915, a native of Lee County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 13, 2000; and

WHEREAS, C. E. "Gravy" Bush was the loving son of the late W. L. and Edna Townsend Bush; he was the devoted husband of Edna Booth Bush; he was the loving father of three daughters, Jennie Murray of Huntsville, Alabama, Brenda Campbell of Zachariah, Kentucky, and Dixie Bumgardner of Stanton, Kentucky; and he was the proud grandfather of six grandchildren, Shawn Kelly Campbell, Roderick Lafay Murray, III, Taylor Bush Murray, Shannon Campbell Mattingly, William Ryan Campbell, and Sarah Lyndsey Bumgardner; and two great-grandchildren, Cody Kasiah Campbell and Corey Campbell Mattingly; and
