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A RESOLUTION encouraging the Kentucky Department of Education, other state agencies of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and school districts to work together to promote the inclusion of students and teachers in community-based learning initiatives.

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky is firmly committed to effective community-based and student-centered learning; and

WHEREAS, this commitment is reflected in the school consolidated planning process; and

WHEREAS, the school consolidated planning process encourages a comprehensive range of school and community activities; and

WHEREAS, there are many community-based initiatives that could involve students and teachers in ways that benefit communities and simultaneously provide effective learning experiences for students; and

WHEREAS, various state agencies are presently providing support and encouragement to community-based initiatives that could enhance the school consolidated planning process;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body encourages the Kentucky Department of Education, other state agencies of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and school districts to work together to promote the inclusion of students and teachers in community-based learning initiatives.

Section 2.   The Department of Education is urged to review its policies and procedures, including assessment procedures, with the objective of proposing methods for linking schools and students to the real life of their communities, and to report the results of the review to the Interim Joint Committee on Education by September 1, 2001.
