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A RESOLUTION requesting the U.S. Attorney's Office to conduct an investigation of the Louisville Police Department.

WHEREAS, responding to a stolen vehicle report, two Louisville police officers fired twenty-two shots, killing the unarmed driver of the vehicle in an alley off of River Park Drive on May 13, 1999, because they felt their lives were in danger from the driver's actions; and

WHEREAS, a former Supreme Court Justice appointed by the Kentucky Attorney General, after reviewing the facts, convened a grand jury to hear the facts relative to the case which then cleared the two officers of any criminal wrongdoing, but questioned police tactics surrounding the incident; and

WHEREAS, Colonel Ron Ricucci, the Director for Public Safety of Louisville, issued a report finding that the officers acted "in a lawful and proper manner," but also questioned the actions of the police in the time surrounding the incident; and

WHEREAS, many questions have been raised by diverse groups of people regarding the appropriateness of the actions of persons in the police department, and in city government;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body urges the United States Attorney's Office (Western District) to conduct an investigation of the Louisville Police Department regarding the May 13, 1999 shooting of Desmond Rudolph in regard to any civil rights violations that may have occurred in concert with the incident.
