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A RESOLUTION honoring Legislative Experience 2000, an academic internship program sponsored by the Association of Independent Kentucky Colleges and Universities.

WHEREAS, the essence of education is to use knowledge obtained in the classroom and test its practicality in the world in reality; and

WHEREAS, this understanding leads to this essential melding of the theoretical with the practical; and

WHEREAS, this combination will be instructive to students in the developing and understanding of government to include democracy, politics, and compromise;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby commends interns Amelia Blevins of Midway College, Amanda Ferguson of Lindsey Wilson College, Cirris Barnes of Transylvania University, and Daniel Whitehead of Georgetown College for their enthusiastic participation in the program and commitment to their duties in a professional manner.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives commends the Association of Independent Kentucky Colleges and Universities for its initiation of Legislative Experience 2000, a competitive internship program for students attending the Commonwealth's nineteen independent institutions of higher education, and for allowing these interns to develop a broader and deeper understanding of the legislative process.
