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A RESOLUTION commending those churches and religious organizations that pray and fast for the leaders of the Commonwealth and the Nation.

WHEREAS, in the preamble to the Kentucky Constitution, the Framers of that important document recognized Almighty God to be the source of the people's liberties and blessings; and

WHEREAS, George Washington was known as the "praying general" because he knew from personal experience that prayer moved the King of Kings, who in turn, moved the Nations; and

WHEREAS, in his "farewell address" of September 19, 1796, President George Washington declared "of all the dispositions and habits which lead to political prosperity, religion and morality are indispensable supports;" and

WHEREAS, the Holy Bible specifically directs believers to pray "For Kings, and all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour;"

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Churches and believers of all faiths who pray and fast for government leaders are to be highly commended for making a contribution to the Commonwealth which is vastly beyond man's ability to calculate. 

Section 2.   Churches and believers of all faiths are encouraged to pray regularly for all those "in authority" at the national, state, and local levels of government.

Section 3.   Churches and religious organizations are urged to set aside every election day to pray for righteous leadership in the Commonwealth and the Nation, and to insure that special prayer and fasting take place during those hours when the polls are open for voting.
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
