WHEREAS, Moorman "Monie" Beard was the loving son of the late Ralph Beard, Sr., and the late Sue Moorman Beard; he was the devoted husband of Betty Jo Gaddie Beard; he was the loving father of two daughters, Sandy Hockensmith of Jamestown, and Page Horstmeyer of Nashville, Tennessee; and two sons, Roy Moorman Beard and Lee Douglas Beard, both of Bowling Green; he was the proud grandfather of eleven grandchildren; and he was the loving brother of Ralph Beard, Jr., of Louisville; and

WHEREAS, Moorman "Monie" Beard graduated from Western Kentucky University; he served his country with distinction in the United States Army, and he was a devout member of the Presbyterian Church where he was a deacon and elder; and

WHEREAS, Moorman "Monie" Beard was an esteemed member of the Warren County community where he was president of Gaddie Shamrock, Inc., vice president of Cumberland Concrete Pipe, director of the First National Bank in Columbia, past president of Kentucky Highway Contractors Association, and past president of Plantmix Industry; and

WHEREAS, Moorman "Monie" Beard was a lifelong benefactor to all Bowling Green High School athletics; he contributed countless hours of his energy and time in sporting events, where he was radio co-announcer for Bowling Green High School, and he was known as "The Voice of the Purples," and, in 1995, when the "Purples" took the state tournament title, he donated turf cleats for the starters on the football team; he encouraged students to finish their education and work to the best of their abilities; he was former president of Bowling Green East Little League, and Potter-Gray Elementary School; and he was a board member for Bowling Green Parks and Recreation Youth Football League and the Bowling Green Boys' Club; and

WHEREAS, when this honorable body reflects upon the memory of Moorman "Monie" Beard, it is with fond recollection that we remember him not only for his many accomplishments in the Bowling Green and Warren County community and the friendships he made and sustained through the years, but also his compassion for and understanding of the common man, which he demonstrated daily throughout his life; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Moorman "Monie" Beard has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
