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A RESOLUTION urging lobbyists to honor a moratorium on political fundraising when the Kentucky General Assembly is in session.

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest that lobbyists join members of the Kentucky General Assembly along with other public servants, including the Governor, to take steps to elevate public confidence in government; and

WHEREAS, the public confidence in the independent judgment of public servants has sometimes been eroded by the perception of an inappropriately close relationship between lobbyists and those elected to public service; and

WHEREAS, lobbyists and members of the Kentucky General Assembly and other public servants will achieve the highest level of credibility by declaring a moratorium on political fundraising when the Kentucky General Assembly is in session; and

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest for elected officials to take steps to check the declining participation in the democratic process;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives urges lobbyists to refrain from supporting political fundraisers which directly or indirectly benefit the political campaigns of members of the Kentucky General Assembly when the General Assembly is in session.
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
