WHEREAS, Coach Hatcher is a loving husband to Penny Hatcher, and they have three sons, Mark, Chase, and Wes; and

WHEREAS, Coach Hatcher has won the respect and admiration of, and contributed to the development of, many outstanding and responsible young athletes;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body hails and commends Coach Allan Hatcher for his contribution to young athletes in this Commonwealth. He has demonstrated strong character and is an element of invincible strength to all the lives he has touched.
