WHEREAS, Edwin Kubale, Jr., was born on April 21, 1926, a native of St. Louis, Missouri, and longtime resident of Danville, Boyle County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 24, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Edwin Kubale, Jr., was an esteemed member of the Boyle County community, where he was serving his fifth term as a magistrate on the Boyle Fiscal Court; he was instrumental in the development of Millennium Park; he was an innovative and progressive farmer; recognized for his achievements in dairy farming, he was the recipient of the Outstanding Farmer award many times; he served his constituents with pride as their State Representative from the Forty-sixth Representative District during the 1956 and 1958 General Assembly sessions; he was former chairman of the Danville-Boyle County Planning and Zoning Commission; and he was a former member of the Boyle County Board of Health; and
