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A RESOLUTION commending Catholic schools in Kentucky and celebrating National Catholic Schools Week.

WHEREAS, January 31 to February 4, 2000, is National Catholic Schools Week; and 

WHEREAS, the theme of the 2000 observance of National Catholic Schools Week is "Lighting the Way to a New Century;" and

WHEREAS, there are more than 2.6 million students in some 8,200 elementary and secondary schools across the nation who are celebrating National Catholic Schools Week; and

WHEREAS, during National Catholic Schools Week, Catholic elementary and secondary schools evidence the right to freedom of choice guaranteed by the First Amendment of the Constitution of the United States and celebrate the contributions of Catholic education to our society; and

WHEREAS, of the over 2.6 million students attending Catholic elementary and secondary schools in the United States, over 46,000 attend 147 schools in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's Catholic schools are to be commended for providing the students of our Commonwealth with a basic moral and spiritual foundation while maintaining high educational standards, aligned with educational guidelines set by the Kentucky Department of Education;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body declares January 31 to February 4, 2000, to be Catholic Schools Week in Kentucky and thereby recognizes the invaluable service of Catholic Schools to the youth of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
