PURPOSE/MECHANICS

To reduce the cost of parking for the disabled. The bill eliminates all fees payable to county clerks for issuing or replacing permanent disability accessible parking placards.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the bill will range from minimal to moderate. County clerks receive fees for issuing disability accessible parking placards ranging from $8 (original placard) to $4 (additional placard) to $2 (replacement placard). Over the two year period, 1997 and 1998, county clerks issued a yearly average of 54,000 original placards, 6,000 additional placards, and 6,000 replacement placards, for a total average fee, per year, of $469,000 statewide. The average annual fee for each clerk's office will vary widely; for example, the number of placards issued in 1998 under the eight dollar fee ranged from 9,499 in Jefferson County, to 670 in Franklin County, to 39 in Robertson County, generating fees of $76,000, $5,400, and $312, respectively.
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
