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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 64 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When an elected public officer is convicted of a felony, a misdemeanor relating to the duties of his office, or a misdemeanor in which the public officer is required to serve a jail sentence of twelve (12) days or more, the situation shall constitute neglect of office. The public officer responsible for paying the elected public officer who has been convicted shall, upon receiving notice of or learning of the conviction and disability as specified in this subsection shall forthwith cease paying the convicted officer's future salary or fees and shall hold the amounts due in escrow until either:

(a)
The convicted officer does not file an appeal within the time limit allowed for an initial appeal of a criminal conviction; or

(b)
The convicted officer's conviction is reversed on appeal during the initial round of appeals of the case; or

(c)
The convicted officer's conviction is upheld on appeal during the initial round of appeals of the case.

(2)
If the situation contemplated by subsection (1)(a) or (c) of this section occurs, the convicted officer's salary shall be forfeited to the unit of government which is the source of the officer's salary or fees and no further salary or fees shall be paid to the convicted officer.

(3)
If the situation contemplated by subsection (1)(b) of this section occurs, and the convicted officer's conviction is reversed or voided, the amount of salary held in escrow shall be paid to the officer.
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
