On page 1, after line 20 by adding the following new language

"(6)
Any proposed wildlife management plan shall be submitted for public notice and comment ninety (90) days prior to the anticipated start date. The Department of Parks shall respond, in writing, to any objections or challenges by the public and shall not begin the project until no additional objections are noted.
(7)
All nonlethal wildlife managment programs will be examined and considered prior to the consideration of any lethal program for implementation in any state park.
(8)
If the management plan deems it necessary to enter a wildlife sanctuary and take, damage, injure, kill, destroy, or unduly disturb the wildlife therein, only the Department of Parks or the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources officials shall be authorized to carry out the plan.
(9)
For the purposes of public safety, at no time shall a wildlife management plan be proposed for Kentucky state parks that authorizes the use of any type of traps intended for the killing of wildlife. Only live traps, for the purpose of relocation or treatment, may be utilized. The use of dogs for hunting or training purposes shall also be prohibited."
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
