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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To prevent the sale and distribution in the Commonwealth of cigarettes that are not intended for domestic consumption.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates various new Sections in KRS Chapter 244 to define terms, prohibit the sale of cigarettes not meeting requirements that they are intended for domestic consumption, provide penalties, and enforcement in the Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The enforcement provisions would requiring additional funding within ABC to enforce the provisions of this bill.  The cost is not know at this time but probably would be in the $1 million range.  To the extent that the gray market provisions are not enforced and cigarettes for domestic consumption declines there would be a loss of revenues received under the Master Settlement Agreement.  
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
