Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 527 to prohibit minors or students who are not minors from carrying a knife at an elementary or secondary school, on school buses, and at school-sanctioned events; make this activity a Class D felony; exempt knives possessed by named adults and knives provided by the school for eating, for instructional purposes, or for maintenance purposes.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates the Class D felony offense of possession of a knife on school property. Since the bill would primarily pertain to students most of whom would be under 18 years of age then most offenders would be juvenilles and beyond the jurisdiction of the Department of Corrections.  The Department estimates this bill could result in one adult commitment per  year with a one year sentence.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The cost of one additional inmate in FY01 is $16,800 and the cost of one additional inmate in FY02 is $17,250.
