PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill prohibit carrying a knife on school property and provides for exceptions, and makes the unlawful possession of a knife on school property a Class D felony. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact is indeterminable and minimal. The bill creates a new Class D felony crime and to that extent there may be some additional time and effort required of local peace officers to enforce, investigate, and provide court testimony related to charges and prosecutions of violators. The incarceration of Class D felons in county/regional  jails is reimbursed by the state.
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
