PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill will require taxpayers to send a self addressed stamped envelope with their tax, fee, or fine, if they request a receipt.  SB 217/GA requires that an individual who chooses to pay a fine, forfeiture, tax, or fee by debit or credit card would also be responsible for the cost of the transaction fee charged by the issuer of the account.  The transaction fee would be in addition to the original amount of the fine, forfeiture, tax or fee.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

According to the Executive Director of the Kentucky Sheriffs Association, some counties currently have policies that require taxpayers to present self addressed envelopes in order to receive a receipt.  The director indicated that counties using this policy realized moderate savings.

SB 217/GA further enhances a county's ability to increase savings, according to the Executive Director of the Kentucky Sheriffs Association.  SB 217/GA requires the individual who chooses to pay a fine, forfeiture, tax, or fee by debit or credit card would also be responsible for the cost of the transaction fee charged by the issuer of the account.  This fee would be in addition to the original amount of the fine, forfeiture, tax, or fee.  It is impossible to predict how many persons would choose this method of payment, therefore the fiscal impact remains indeterminable.
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
