On page 3, line 4, by deleting "the name" and by inserting in lieu thereof: "a unique code"; and

On page 6, line 26, by deleting "by name" and by inserting in lieu thereof: ", by the use of a unique code,"; and 

On page 7, line 10, by deleting lines 10 and 11 in their entirety and by substituting in lieu thereof:

"(a)
Use a unique code that consists of any combination of initials, the last four (4) numbers of the Social Security number, birth date, or other information to be determined by the cabinet;"; and

On page 7, line 14, by deleting "names", and by inserting "the unique code" in lieu thereof; and

On page 7, line 17, after "accuracy", by inserting ", and follow up, as necessary, with the health care provider making the report to verify completeness, timeliness, and accuracy"; and

On page 7, line 20, after "databases", by inserting, ", wherever possible,"; and

On page 8, line 4, by deleting the period and inserting a ";" in lieu thereof; and

On page 8, line 4, by deleting all new text after the period, and by deleting all new text on lines 5 and 6; and

On page 8, line 20, by deleting "names" and by inserting "unique codes" in lieu thereof, and by inserting "any" before "other", and by inserting "that may have been" after "information"; and

On page 8, line 23, by deleting "name" and by inserting "unique code" in lieu thereof; and

On page 9, between lines 1 and 2, by inserting the following:

"(4)
The cabinet shall require any physician or medical laboratory that receives a report of a positive test for the human immunodeficiency virus to report that information by reference to the unique code in accordance with the procedure for establishing the unique code established by the cabinet in an administrative regulation. The physician and medical laboratory shall maintain a log with the name of the patient who tested positive and the unique identifier assigned."; and
On page 9, line 27, by deleting all new text through page 10, line 3, and by inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"(f)
Review the data collected under Section 4 of this Act to determine whether allocated resources are sufficiently distributed to meet the geographic distribution of reported HIV and AIDS cases"; and

On page 16, line 10, by deleting "name" and by inserting "unique code" in lieu thereof; and

On page 23, line 16, by deleting "name" and by inserting "unique code" in lieu thereof.
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
