MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Requires school districts to provide age-appropriate education on blood-borne pathogens.  Requires the Department of Corrections to provide peer-to-peer education programs related to HIV, and discharge planning and educational information upon release or parole of persons released who have HIV or AIDS.  Requires the Cabinet for Health Services to:  a) require, by October 1, 2000, the reporting by name of persons testing positive for HIV or AIDS;  b) administer a 25 member HIV AIDS/HIV Advisory Council;  c) establish a reporting system, by name, of persons testing positive for HIV/AIDS, and follow-up with these persons to determine if sufficient health services are being obtained, or if the person qualifies for assistance through the Cabinet;  d) review the guidelines of HIV or AIDS care coordination, and perform annual reviews of outcome evaluations, caseloads and the Kentucky Drug Assistance and drug dispensing program;  e) educate health departments on a consistent basis, and work with willing faith-based communities;  f) review cases of newborns with HIV;  g) establish a pharmacological consulting program;  and, h)  develop and implement at statewide educational media campaign that discourages the use of illicit drugs;  and  appropriates General Fund support to the Cabinets for Health Services, Cabinet for Families and Children, and Justice Cabinet.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 160 to require school districts to provide age-appropriate education on blood-borne pathogens; Amends KRS 197.055 to require the Department of Corrections to provide peer-to-peer education programs related to HIV, to provide information upon release or parole, and to require discharge planning information for persons released who are known to have HIV or AIDS; Amends KRS 199.520 to require that information on HIV and hepatitis status be given to parents in adoption cases; Amends KRS 211.180 to require the Cabinet for Health Services to require, by October 1, 2000, reporting by name of persons who test positive for HIV; Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 214 to create a 25 member HIV/AIDS Advisory Council and establish membership and duties; Requires the council to report findings to Cabinet for Health Services regarding feasibility study on centers of excellence and assessment of resources and gaps in services; create new sections of KRS Chapter 214 to provide details for name reporting system for those who test positive for HIV; Requires the Cabinet for Health Services to review guidelines for HIV or AIDS care coordination, to do annual reviews and outcome evaluations of programs, to review caseloads, review the Kentucky Drug Assistance Program and the drug dispensing program, coordinate work with other agencies, insure access to Spanish-speaking interpreters, educate the health departments on a consistent basis, work with willing faith-based communities, review known cases of newborns with HIV, and establish a pharmacological consultation program; Requires the Cabinet to establish a program that provides grants to nonprofit clinics that offer HIV/AIDS services in a multidisciplinary team approach; Amends KRS 214.181 to continue to allow anonymous testing for HIV and to exempt names of those who are anonymously tested from the reporting requirement; Amends KRS 214.610 to require the Cabinet for Health Services to update its education programs related to HIV and AIDS; Amends KRS 214.615 to require the Cabinet to update its continuing education programs related to HIV and AIDS; Amends KRS 214.625 to require health department testing on HIV to be reported; amend KRS 217.919 to conform; amend KRS 217.990 to conform; Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 222 to require the Cabinet to develop a statewide educational media campaign that discourages the use of illegal drugs; Amends KRS 222.421 to provide for priority access to alcohol/drug abuse programs for persons with HIV or hepatitis B or C; Amends KRS 311.282 to provide that a physician who reports HIV status to the Cabinet in accordance with the Cabinet's name-reporting regulations shall not be liable for the disclosure of confidential information; Repeals KRS 217.177, regarding the sale and disposal of hypodermic syringes and needles; Appropriates to the Cabinet for Health Services, $1,065,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 and $1,065,000 in fiscal year 2001-2002; to the Cabinet for Families and Children, $55,000 in fiscal year 2000-2001 and $55,000 in fiscal year 2001-2002; and to the Justice Cabinet, the sum of $182,000 for fiscal year 2000-2001 and $182,000 for fiscal year 2001-2002. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  SB 228 contains provisions for appropriations totaling $1,302,000 in each year of the biennium for the Cabinets for Health Services ($1,065,000) and Families and Children ($55,000), and the Justice Cabinet ($182,000).

The following represents some of the costs which may be incurred, as identified by the specific agencies:

Department of Education - No Impact
Per the Department of Education (DOE), age-appropriate education on HIV/AIDS is already being provided, to an extent, within the current school curriculum.  Therefore, no impact on DOE.

Cabinet for Families and Children - $18,200 to $27,300 per year
Per the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC), the adoption provision will cost between $18,200 and $27,300 per year based on 363 adoptions per year (113 CFC-committed children, 100 children from adoption agencies and 150 independent adoptions) and each test costing between $50 to $75.

Department of Corrections - Total Estimated Cost:  $67,000 per year.
Per information provided by the Department of Corrections, existing staff and resources are sufficient for completion of appropriate data forms required for data collection on infected inmates.  

An additional staff person will be needed to coordinate education, tracking, compliance and discharge management.  Estimated cost:  $50,000 per year including salary, fringes and operating expenses.

A part-time physician consultant specializing in infectious disease will be needed to provide pharmacy consultation with written documentation.  Estimated cost:  $12,000 per year.

Printing educational materials for intake prisoners and existing inmates will cost an estimated $5,000 per year.
