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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 237/SCS authorizes a study of Kentucky's prevailing wage law under KRS Chapter 37 on construction of elementary, secondary and postsecondary education buildings and facilities.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 237/SCS deletes all provisions of SB 237 and authorizes the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue to conduct a study.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  SB 237/SCS has no fiscal impact as the costs for studies are provided within the Legislative Research Commission budget. 
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
