On page 1, after line 6, by inserting the following:

"Section 2.  In addition to studying the financial impact of Kentucky's prevailing wage law on school construction projects, the scope of the study shall consider the following:

(1)
Whether the prevailing wage law ensures a higher skilled labor force, providing higher quality workmanship, thus reducing repair and renovation costs over the long run;

(2)
Whether employment of a higher skilled labor force results in fewer accidents leading to reduced workers' compensation and other costs associated with work place injuries;

(3)
Whether school construction projects subject to the prevailing wage are completed earlier, later, or at the same rate as school construction projects not subject to prevailing wage; 

(4)
Whether the shortage of skilled labor in certain areas affects the rate at which prevailing wage projects are completed versus non-prevailing wage projects; and 

(5)
Whether there is a method of more clearly identifying, itemizing, and reporting various construction costs (such as design costs, architect fees, engineering fees, etc.) associated with school construction projects so that school officials, policy makers, and the general public, will have better information to use when comparing or reviewing the costs of school construction.".
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
