PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 247 is an omnibus bill related to alcoholic beverage control.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 247 is indeterminable, although it should be minimal.  The legislation is a "housekeeping bill" that changes and clarifies language in the statutes related mainly to alcoholic beverage licenses, fees and applications.  One section in particular may affect a few localities.  According to an Alcoholic Beverage Control spokesperson, changes in KRS 243.070 in 1998 are being read by a few city officials as permitting the establishment of license fees that vary from those specifically set out in the statutes.  This bill rewords the language, making it clear that cities cannot charge license fees other than those specified.
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
