PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1617 decreases from 65 to 55 percent, the amount of funds that can be expended during the first half of the fourth fiscal year of a county administration.  The measure also establishes penalties for violations.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1617 is indeterminable.  Provisions in the bill would assure that counties retain at least 45 percent of available funding in the last six months of a county administration, rather than the current 35 percent.  That should help maintain an adequate cash flow in the latter months of an administration.  The measure also creates penalties for violations of the section of the statutes related to county budgets (KRS 68.310).  The charges would increase proportionately with the severity of the offense.  Stipulating a new crime would carry an indeterminable cost related to the prosecution of the offense.
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
