Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 218A.050 to include additional prohibited controlled substances; amend KRS 439.265 to prohibit the granting of shock probation to violent offenders; amend KRS 439.3401 to limit the availability of probation to violent offenders; amend KRS 510.010 to include additional definitions; amend KRS 500.050 to delete the one year reporting requirement for marital rape; create a new section of KRS Chapter 510 to provide that the third misdemeanor offense under that Chapter is a Class D felony; create a new section of KRS Chapter 532 to provide for a procedure for dealing with sexually motivated offenses; amend KRS 532.040 to limit availability of probation or conditional discharge to violent offenders; create a new section of KRS Chapter 532 to limit availability of probation or conditional discharge to violent offenders; amend KRS 532.045 to delete references to KRS 510.040 and 510.070; amend KRS 439.510 to conform; repeal KRS 510.310. 



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill prohibits shock probation for individuals convicted of certain violent offenders defined by the Violent Offender Act.  The Department of Corrections averages 3 persons shock probated each year who are violent offenders defined by the Violent Offender Act serving 10-year sentences.  This provision of the bill would therefore add an estimated 3 additional inmates each year.

This bill also increases the penalty for misdemeanor sex offenses to a Class D felony on the third conviction.  According to AOC, there were 471 of these convictions in 1999.  Assuming only 3% of these would actually be incarcerated that would increase the felon population by 14 additional inmates per year with a 5-year sentence.

Finally, this bill would increase the number of offenders who would be required to register with the Department of Corrections and the number of offenders who would qualify for sex offender treatment during incarceration.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Passage of this bill would add an estimated 17 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of $382,000 and 34 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of $782,000.
