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AN ACT relating to volunteer firefighters' continuing education.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 75.400 TO 75.460 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A volunteer firefighter shall receive one (1) hour credit for each hour spent fighting fires to be applied toward any annual continuing education or training requirement for that volunteer firefighter required under the provisions of KRS 95A.262 and any administrative regulations promulgated by the State Fire Marshal's office pertaining to annual continuing education or training credits, if the fire chief of the volunteer fire department in which the volunteer firefighter belongs:

(a)
Maintains a log in the manner prescribed by the State Fire Marshal's office verifying the number of hours each individual volunteer firefighters spends actually fighting fires; and

(b)
Submits the log in the manner prescribed by the State Fire Marshal's office to the State Fire Marshal's office.

(2)
Hours accrued by a volunteer firefighter in excess of twenty (20) shall lapse at the beginning of a new calendar year.
(3)
The State Fire Marshal's office is authorized to promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to administer the provisions of this section.

(4)
The State Fire Marshal shall not require any volunteer firefighter to take more than twenty (20) hours of continuing education or training in any year to maintain eligibility for the volunteer fire department funding under the provisions of KRS 95A.262 or certified status under KRS 75.400 to 75.460.
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
