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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The provisions of SB 276 increase the amount of court costs that are paid to sheriffs from $5 to $12. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The provisions of SB 276 amend KRS 23A.205, KRS 24A.175, and KRS 64.092 to provide for the measure's purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of SB 276 have an indeterminable fiscal impact.  However, an estimated impact can be determined utilizing the following factors.  The $5 fee paid to sheriff's from each court cost collected in FY 1998-99 totaled $2.9 million.  If the same level of court costs continue, the impact to increase the fee to $7 is estimated to be $4 million.
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
