On page 2, after line 1, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 508 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "two-way mirror or other viewing device" means a mirror, peephole, mechanical viewing device, camera, or any other instrument or method that can be utilized to surreptitiously observe a person.

(2)
A person is guilty of unlawfully installing or maintaining a two-way mirror or other viewing device when, being the owner or manager of any premises, the person knowingly permits such a device to be installed or maintained on the premises for the purpose of surreptitiously observing the interior of any fitting room, restroom, toilet, bathroom, washroom, shower, or any room assigned to guests or patrons in a motel, hotel, or inn.

(3)
A person is guilty of unlawfully installing or maintaining a video recording device when, being the owner or manager of any premises, the person knowingly permits or allows such a device to be installed on the premises for the purpose of surreptitiously recording a visual image of the interior of any fitting room, restroom, toilet, bathroom, washroom, shower, or any other room assigned to guests or patrons in a motel, hotel, or inn.

(4)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to the following premises:

(a)
Public correctional facilities or medical facilities used for medical treatment;

(b)
Treatment facilities used for the care of persons who are committed or voluntarily confined to or receiving treatment;

(c)
Facilities operated by any federal, state, or local law enforcement agency;

(d)
Private dwellings; or

(e)
Fitting rooms otherwise subject to the provisions of this section at which the owner or manager has conspicuously displayed at the entrance a written notice stating that a two-way mirror or other viewing or video recording device has been installed for the purpose of observing the interior of the room.

(5)
Whenever a violation of this section occurs, the Commonwealth's attorney may apply for an injunction to the District Court having jurisdiction over the violator. The court, upon a hearing, if it determines that this section has been violated, may issue an injunction prohibiting the violator from further violating this section.

(6)
Each unlawfully installed two-way mirror or other viewing device or video recording device shall constitute a separate and distinct violation of this section.

(7)
A violation of subsection (2) or (3) of this section shall be a Class D felony."
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
