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AN ACT relating to insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 39 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person commits the offense of operating an unsecured motor vehicle when he or she operates a motor vehicle that is not secured as required by KRS 304.39-080.

(2)
It shall be the duty of any person operating a motor vehicle in this state to ascertain whether or not the motor vehicle is secured as required by KRS 304.39-080, and the fact that the person operating the motor vehicle did not know that it was not secured as required by this chapter shall be no defense to a charge under this section.

(3)
Any person who violates this section shall be subject to the penalties specified in KRS 304.99-060.

(4)
It shall be an affirmative defense that the defendant had personal insurance or other security that met the requirements of KRS 304.39-080 that covered the defendant's operation of motor vehicle that he or she was operating at the time of the alleged offense.
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
