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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 383/SCS allows co-payments for the following Medicaid services:  $2 for a doctor's visit, $3 for nonemergency transportation in an ambulance, $6 for nonemergency use of an emergency room, and $3 for pharmaceuticals.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 383 amends KRS 205.6312 to allow a $2 copayment for doctor's visit, $3 copayment for nonemergency transportation in an ambulance, $6 copayment for nonemergency use of an emergency room; and $3 for pharmaceuticals.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of SB 383/SCS is indeterminable because of the lack of data on the number and reimbursement rate for each listed type of Medicaid service, and the lack of experience in Kentucky in collecting Medicaid copayments.  To the extent that Medicaid copayments are collected, and Medicaid reimbursement rates are either lowered or remain the same, there would be an indeteminable savings to the Medicaid program.
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
