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AN ACT relating to committees and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 6.905 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is created a Legislative Program Review and Investigations Committee which shall be a permanent standing committee of the General Assembly, consisting of eight (8) members of the Senate, six (6) of whom shall be appointed by the President and two (2) of whom shall be appointed by the Minority Leader of the Senate, and eight (8) members of the House of Representatives, six (6) of whom shall be appointed by the Speaker and two (2) of whom shall be appointed by the Minority Leader of the House of Representatives. At least one (1) appointee by each appointive authority shall be a member of the Senate or House Standing Committee on Appropriations and Revenue. The appointments shall be made within seven (7) legislative days of the end of each regular session of the General Assembly, and the members so appointed shall serve for a term of two (2) years coextensive with the biennium in which the appointment is made. Vacancies shall be filled within sixty (60) days of occurrence in the same manner as the original appointments, and for the balance of the term of the vacated member.

(2)
The Legislative Research Commission[committee] shall appoint two (2) of the members of the committee, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chairs for terms of one (1) year[select a chairman, cochairman, and other officers as it may deem necessary from among its membership. The chairman and cochairman shall be from different chambers of the General Assembly and shall serve a term of two (2) years; the chamber of origin for the chairman and cochairman shall alternate between the House of Representatives and the Senate]. Officers shall be selected prior to[at] the first meeting of the committee following the end of the regular session. A majority of the membership shall constitute a quorum and all actions authorizing a study, dropping a study, or adopting a final report on any subject under study shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of the full committee membership. All other actions of the committee may be undertaken by an affirmative vote of a majority of a quorum of the committee.

(3)
When a study is instituted, the committee shall request that the Legislative Research Commission appoint the chair[chairman] and a ranking minority member, or their designees, of the committee of relevant jurisdiction to serve as nonvoting ex officio members of the committee in activities related to the relevant study. If the legislative committee that requested the study is a standing committee of one (1) of the houses of the General Assembly, the minority leader of that house shall appoint the ranking minority member. If the legislative committee that requested the study is an interim joint committee of the Legislative Research Commission, the ranking minority member shall be:

(a)
A minority party member of the House of Representatives appointed by the House Minority Leader, if the presiding co-chair[chairman] of the interim joint committee is a member of the Senate; or

(b)
A minority party member of the Senate appointed by the Senate Minority Leader, if the presiding co-chair[chairman] of the interim joint committee is a member of the House of Representatives.

(4)
Each regular and nonvoting ex officio member of the committee shall receive the same travel allowances and compensation for attending interim meetings of the committee as are received by members of subcommittees of the Legislative Research Commission under KRS 7.090(2).

Section 2.   KRS 6.940 is amended to read as follows:

There is hereby established a Medicaid Managed Care Oversight Advisory Committee, five (5) Senate members of which shall be appointed by the Senate President and five (5) House of Representatives members of which shall be appointed by the Speaker of the House. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint two (2) of the members, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chairs for terms of one (1) year. The committee shall meet at least four (4) times annually and shall provide oversight on the implementation of Medicaid managed care within the Commonwealth including access to services, utilization of services, quality of services, and cost containment.

Section 3.   KRS 7.110 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Commission, its co-chairs[co-chairmen] or director, any other member of the General Assembly authorized by the director, or any employee authorized by the director, shall have access to all public records as provided in KRS 61.870 to 61.884, of every agency, division or department of state government, and of any agency or institution, public or private, which has been the recipient of public funds. The Commission, its co-chairs[co-chairmen] or director, any other member of the General Assembly authorized by the director, or any employee authorized by the director, may utilize automated data processing procedures and equipment in the accession of public records, if such records exist in machine readable form. To effect the purposes of this section, the Commission shall promulgate such rules and regulations relating to the accession of public records as are necessary. The Commission, its co-chairs[co-chairmen] or director, any other member of the General Assembly authorized by the director, or any employee authorized by the director, may require information on oath of any person touching any matter which he is instructed to investigate, study or audit, and shall have the power to subpoena witnesses and records for such purpose, and otherwise compel the giving of evidence of any matter under study. If any person fails or refuses to testify or furnish documentary evidence concerning any matter with respect to which the Commission desires information pertaining to the studies in which it is engaged, the Franklin Circuit Court, on application of the Commission, may compel obedience by proceedings for contempt as in the case of disobedience of a subpoena issued from the Circuit Court or a refusal to testify therein. Every witness so subpoenaed under this section shall receive for his attendance the fee and mileage provided for witnesses in civil cases in Circuit Court, which shall be audited and paid upon the presentation of proper vouchers sworn to by the witness and approved by the Commission.

(2)
All state agencies and institutions shall cooperate with the Commission to effectuate the purposes of KRS 7.090 to 7.110 and shall submit copies of their annual or biennial reports to the Commission.

(3)
The Commission shall encourage and arrange conferences with officials of other states and of other units of government; carry forward the participation of this state as a member of the Council of State Governments, both regionally and nationally, and formulate proposals for cooperation between this state and other states. The Legislative Research Commission shall function as Kentucky's commission on interstate cooperation in carrying out the program of the Council of State Governments as it relates to Kentucky.

(4)
The Commission shall designate persons to represent Kentucky at the National Conference of Commissioners on Uniform State Laws. The Commission shall report the findings and recommendations of the national conference to the General Assembly. Any funds appropriated to the commissioners on uniform state laws shall be paid out on vouchers approved by the director of the Commission.

(5)
The Commission may establish such subcommittees and advisory citizens' committees as may be convenient or desired for the proper and efficient performance of its functions. Members of the General Assembly other than those who are members of the Commission designated to serve on subcommittees shall receive the same travel allowances and compensation for attending meetings as they do for attending meetings during a session of the General Assembly, except that each General Assembly member who is a chair[chairman] of a joint interim committee of the Legislative Research Commission shall be paid, in addition to such allowances and compensation, ten dollars ($10) per day for each committee meeting that he chairs.

(6)
Official action by an interim joint committee of the Legislative Research Commission shall require separate majority votes by the members of the Senate and by the members of the House of Representatives. The Legislative Research Commission shall specify, by rules of procedure, whether a vote requires a majority of the members from each chamber appointed to the committee or a majority of a quorum of the members from each chamber.
(7)
The Commission shall report its findings, either with or without recommendations, to the Governor of the Commonwealth, and to each member of the General Assembly at least thirty (30) days prior to the convening of each regular session of the General Assembly.

Section 4.   KRS 13A.020 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is hereby created a permanent subcommittee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Administrative Regulation Review Subcommittee. The subcommittee shall be composed of eight (8)[seven(7)] members, four (4) of whom shall be members of the Senate and four (4) of whom shall be members of the House of Representatives. There shall be at least one (1) minority party member from each chamber[no more than five (5) of whom shall be members of the same political party]. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint from the membership of the General Assembly, the members of the subcommittee for terms of two (2) years, and[ the members so appointed] shall also appoint two (2)[elect one (1)] of their number, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs[chairman]. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chair for terms of one (1) year. Any vacancy which may occur in the membership of the subcommittee shall be filled by the Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the occurrence of the vacancy.

(2)
The subcommittee shall meet monthly at such time and place as the co-chairs[chairman] may determine. The members of the subcommittee shall be compensated for attending meetings, as provided in KRS 7.090(2).

(3)
Any professional, clerical, or other employees required by the subcommittee shall be provided in accordance with the provisions of KRS 7.090(4) and (5).

Section 5.   KRS 45.790 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is created a permanent subcommittee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Capital Projects and Bond Oversight Committee. The subcommittee shall be composed of eight (8)[seven (7)] members, four (4) of whom[and] shall be[include] members of the House of Representatives and four (4) of whom shall be members of the Senate. The subcommittee shall include at least one (1)[members of the] minority party member from each chamber[as nearly proportional to their membership in the General Assembly as mathematically possible]. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint, from the membership of the General Assembly, the members of the subcommittee for terms of two (2) years. The Legislative Research Commission[members so appointed] shall appoint two (2)[elect one (1)] of their number, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs[chairman]. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chair for terms of one (1) year. Any vacancy which may occur in the membership of the subcommittee shall be filled by the Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the vacancy occurs.

(2)
The subcommittee shall meet monthly, and may meet more frequently when necessary, at such time and place as the co-chairs[chairman] may determine. The members of the subcommittee shall be compensated for attending meetings as provided in KRS 7.090(3).

(3)
Any professional, clerical, or other employees required by the subcommittee shall be provided in accordance with KRS 7.090(4) and (5).

Section 6.   KRS 45A.705 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
There is hereby created a permanent committee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Government Contract Review Committee. The committee shall be composed of eight (8)[seven (7)] members, four (4) of whom shall be members of the Senate and four (4) of whom shall be members of the House of Representatives. The committee[that] shall include at least one (1)[members of the] minority party member from each chamber[as nearly proportioned to their membership in the General Assembly as mathematically possible]. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint the members of the committee from the membership of the General Assembly for terms of two (2) years, and[ the members so appointed] shall also appoint two (2)[elect one (1)] of their number, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs[chairperson]. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chair for terms of one (1) year. Any vacancy that may occur in the membership of the committee shall be filled by the Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the occurrence of the vacancy.

(2)
The committee shall meet monthly at the time and place as the co-chairs[chairperson] may determine. A quorum shall require at least five (5)[four (4)] members present and the vote shall be by majority. The members of the committee shall be compensated for attending meetings, as provided in KRS 7.090(3).

(3)
Any professional, clerical, or other employees required by the committee shall be provided in accordance with the provisions of KRS 7.090(4) and (5).

(4)
All proposed personal service contracts and memoranda of agreement received by the Legislative Research Commission shall be submitted to the committee to:

(a)
Examine the stated need for the service;

(b)
Examine whether the service could or should be performed by state personnel;

(c)
Examine the amount and duration of the contract or agreement; and

(d)
Examine the appropriateness of any exchange of resources or responsibilities.

(5)
If the committee determines that the contract service or agreement, other than an emergency contract approved by the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or his designee, is not needed or inappropriate, the service could or should be performed by state personnel, the amount or duration is excessive, or the exchange of resources or responsibilities are inappropriate, the committee shall attach a written notation of the reasons for its disapproval or objection to the personal service contract or memorandum of agreement and shall return the personal service contract or memorandum of agreement to the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or his designee. The committee shall act on a personal service contract or memorandum of agreement submitted to the Legislative Research Commission within forty-five (45) days of the date received.

(6)
Upon receipt of the committee's disapproval or objection to a personal service contract or memorandum of agreement, the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or his designee shall determine whether the personal service contract or memorandum of agreement shall:

(a)
Be revised to comply with the objections of the committee;

(b)
Be canceled and, if applicable, payment allowed for services rendered under the contract or amendment; or

(c)
Remain effective as originally approved.

(7)
The secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or his designee shall notify the committee of the action taken on personal service contracts and memoranda of agreement disapproved or objected to within ten (10) days from the date the personal service contracts or memoranda of agreement were reviewed by the committee.

(8)
Contracting bodies shall make annual reports to the committee not later than December 1 of each year. The committee shall establish reporting procedures for contracting bodies related to personal service contracts and memoranda of agreement submitted by the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet or his designee.

Section 7.   KRS 158.647 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A permanent subcommittee of the Legislative Research Commission to be known as the Education Assessment and Accountability Review Subcommittee is hereby created. The subcommittee shall be composed of eight (8) members, four (4) of whom shall be members of the Senate and four (4) of whom shall be members of the House of Representatives. There shall be at least one (1) minority party member from each chamber[no more than five (5) of whom shall be members of the same political party]. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint from the membership of the General Assembly, the members of the subcommittee for terms of two (2) years, and[ the members so appointed] shall also appoint two (2)[elect one (1)] of their number, one (1) Senator and one (1) Representative, to serve as co-chairs[chair]. The co-chairs shall alternate as presiding co-chair for terms of one (1) year. Any vacancy that may occur in the membership of the subcommittee shall be filled by the Legislative Research Commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting after the occurrence of the vacancy.

(2)
The subcommittee shall review administrative regulations and advise the Kentucky Board of Education concerning the implementation of the state system of assessment and accountability, established in KRS 158.6453, 158.6455, and 158.782.

(3)
The subcommittee shall meet at a time and place as the co-chairs[chair] may determine. The members of the subcommittee shall be compensated for attending meetings as provided in KRS 7.090.

(4)
Any professional, clerical, or other employees required by the subcommittee shall be provided in accordance with the provisions of KRS 7.090.

Section 8.   The following KRS sections are repealed:

6.226   Legislative Compensation Commission -- Membership.

6.227   Terms -- Chairman -- Expenses.

6.228   Duties.

6.229   Legislative budget to include recommendations of commission.

Section 9.   Whereas the work of the legislative committees addressed in this Act is ongoing and does not conform to the regular interim committee schedule making it necessary to appoint the members as soon as possible, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
