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AN ACT relating to the provision of health services to the medically indigent.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The General Assembly finds and declares that when appropriate primary care services are not accessible to low income persons, treatment is often delayed, morbidity and mortality increase, and the health services ultimately provided are generally more costly because they occur in hospital emergency rooms. It is the intent of the General Assembly in enacting this section to continue to support local health departments' efforts to provide primary care services to the medically indigent that were in place prior to the establishment of a Medicaid managed care program.
(2)
Any managed care program for Medicaid recipients that contracts with the Department for Medicaid Services for the receipt of Title XIX funds shall provide reasonable cost-based reimbursement to participating public health departments in the partnership network for the maintenance of primary care services at least at the level in existence prior to the establishment of a Medicaid managed care program to individuals eligible for medical assistance.
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
