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AN ACT relating to family care homes.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Sections 1 to 3 of this Act:
"Licensed family care home" means a facility that is licensed by the Cabinet for Health Services under KRS 216B.042 to provide twenty-four (24) hour supervision and personal care services in residential accommodations for a resident who is ambulatory or mobile nonambulatory and able to manage most of the activities of daily living, who because of impaired capacity for self-care, elects to have or require a protective environment but does not have an illness, injury, or disability that requires constant medical care or skilled nursing services.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The standard of need used in an eligibility determination for the optional supplemental payment made by the Cabinet for Families and Children under KRS 205.245 for a resident of a licensed family care home shall be nine hundred dollars ($900).
SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A licensed family care home shall have no more than four (4) residents who are not related to the operator of the family care home within the third degree of consanguinity.
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
