PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill does away with the requirement that each ordinance to be published in summary be prepared and certified by a licensed attorney.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but expected to be minimal.  Doing away with the requirement of having a licensed attorney prepare and certify the publication of each ordinance summary is expected to generate a minimal cost savings for cities.  Smaller cities may not have sufficient legal staff to prepare and certify each ordinance summary.  This bill would relieve them of the necessity of contracting with an attorney to prepare their summaries.  Larger cities would benefit from the reduced workload on their legal departments.  The savings generated by this bill for each city would be dependent upon the number of ordinances each city generates throughout the year.
