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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of SB 81/GA is to require the Kentucky Board of Education to establish a grant program, administered by the Kentucky Department of Education that promotes the integration of the arts and foreign languages in the elementary school program. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 81/GA creates new sections of KRS Chapter 158 to make legislative findings and to require the Kentucky Board of Education to establish a grant program that promotes the integration of the arts and foreign languages in the elementary school program; requires a grant be given to at least 1 school per district; create various components that must be included in each school's program; requires the Department of Education to report annually on the implementation of the program to the Governor and Legislative Research Commission

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of SB 81/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to estimate the grant amount that would be provided through the program.  Although the actual fiscal impact is indeterminable, the following cost elements are provided:  

Pursuant to SB 81/GA, the Kentucky Board of Education shall authorize grants to at least one (1) school in each local district. The provisions of SB 81/GA do not specify guidelines pertaining to the actual grant amounts that are to be awarded.  Therefore, the fiscal impact is indeterminable.

However, if  the Kentucky Department of Education established an amount of $5,000 per grant award, the minimum cost for the program would be approximately $880,000 ($5,000 grant award X 176 local districts). 
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
