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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 532 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any other statute to the contrary notwithstanding:

(1)
A person who is found guilty, pleads guilty, or enters an Alford plea to a felony offense against a natural person who is sixty-five (65) years of age or older shall not be eligible for probation, shock probation, conditional discharge, pretrial diversion, prerelease probation, or any other form of nonimposition of sentence. No portion of a sentence imposed shall be suspended, probated, or otherwise not imposed by the court.

(2)
A person who is found guilty, pleads guilty, or enters an Alford plea to a felony offense against a natural person who is sixty-five (65) years of age or older shall, for a second or subsequent offense, be subjected to all of the penalties specified in subsection (1) of this section and shall, in addition, not be eligible for parole.
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
