MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 93 increases the marriage license fee by $10 and directs that the dollars be allocated to Spouse Abuse Shelters.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 93 amends KRS 209.160 and KRS 64.012 to increase the marriage license fee from $24 to $34 and to increase the amount of the fee devoted to supporting Spouse Abuse Shelters from $10 to $20.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  While SB 93 impacts both the Revenues and Expenditures for CFC, the Net Effect is $0.

Presently, $10 from the current $24 marriage license fee is designated to CFC to use "for the purpose of providing protective shelter services for spouse abuse victims".  CFC receives $450,000 to $500,000 annually from the 45,000 to 50,000 marriage licenses.  CFC currently utilizes the funds to support services provided by the Spouse Abuse Shelters.  The dollars designated from the marriage license fee are part of the approximately $5 million contracted for Spouse Abuse Shelters for FY 1999-2000.

SB 93 provides for CFC to receive $20 (an increase of $10 per marriage license) from a revised $34 marriage license fee.  SB 93 would result in $450,000 to $500,000 in additional funding to CFC, resulting in a total of $900,000 to $1,000,000 annually from the marriage license fee.

Also, SB 93 directs that the funds shall be allocated "to Spouse Abuse Shelters, operating under 922 KAR 5:040."  The net effect to the Spouse Abuse Shelters Program is $450,000 to $500,000 increase annually.
